VICTORIA’S WOOL INDUSTRY

Following the introduction of sheep in the early 19t Century
into what is now named Victoria, by 1852 the new Colony of
Victoria boasted 6.5 million sheep.

Today, Victoria is the second largest wool producing state in
Australia, currently producing 23.4% of all Australian wool. If
Victoria was a country, it would be the fourth largest producer
in the world behind China, NSW and New Zealand.

Wool production occurs across all regions of Victoria but is
concentrated in the North West, Warrnambool and South West,
Hume and Bendigo regions.

LIFETIME EWE MANAGEMENT COURSE

This course provides hands-on on-farm
training over a year, for small groups of
producers (about 5-7) in the
management and nutrition of breeding
ewes to maximise reproduction rates
and lamb and ewe survival. The average
participant reports an increase in whole-
farm stocking rate by 9.3% and lamb
marking percentage by 7%, and reduced
ewe mortality from 4.1 to 3.0%.
Nationally, nearly 4,000 producers have
undertaken the course. At June 2019,
there were 22 active groups in Vic, with
70 other groups recently completed.
